EU is confident of meeting its renewable energy target 

 

In their forecast documents recently submitted to the European Commission, the 27 EU Member States

States will meet or exceed their national renewable energy targets: 8 planning to exceed their targets and 
13 to meet their targets.   
 
Those who intend to over achieve their targets in 2020 are Spain (2.7% above its target), Greece (2% above 
its target), Sweden (1.2%), Slovakia (1.2%), Germany (0.7% above its target), Poland (0.48%), Lithuania 
(0.3%) and Estonia (0.1%). Austria, Cyprus, Finland, France, Latvia, Lithuania, Portugal, Romania, The 
Netherlands, the Czech Republic, Slovenia, the United-Kingdom intend to reach their targets through 
domestic action alone. Ireland intends to meets its target but could go beyond provided that the right 
interconnectors and grid reinforcement are in place. 
 
 Belgium, Italy, Luxembourg and Malta say they will be unable to reach their targets through domestic 
action alone. Bulgaria and Denmark make the same assumption, however they estimate that, with new 
policies in place, they could meet or exceed their targets.

NER300 ï a clear push for innovative renewables or just more subsidies for fossil 
fuels? 

 
In February EU Member States representatives, gathering in the EU´s Climate Change Committee (CCC), 
finally approved a proposal by the European Commission for distributing billions of Euros worth of emission 
allowances (EUAs) to carbon capture and storage (CCS) and innovative renewable energy projects. 
 
The committee agreed on a draft decision on how to allocate the 300 million EUAs set aside from the New 
Entrants Reserve (NER300) of the third phase of the ETS, starting from 2013 onwards, to help finance CCS 
and innovative renewable energy projects. Given the climate and energy challenges Europe is facing, there 
is a strong need to bring innovative renewable energy technologies closer to the market. This will not only 
secure energy supply and significantly reduce greenhouse gas emissions, but also bring about a competitive 
economy with future-orientated jobs. In this regard, EREC believes that NER300 could help Europe to meet 
both its 2020 targets and its new EU2020 strategy under development which will replace the current

A previous provision that set a limit of two projects that can be funded in each EU Member State was 
extended to three, with each EU country getting at least one project. Increasing the maximum number of 
projects per Member State gives certainly more leeway to project developers to site their installations in 
the places they prefer (based on considerations like profitability, familiarity with the market and permitting 
procedures). In addition, the Annex of the draft decision that defines project categories that are eligible for 
the NER300 funding has been updated to include four more new renewable energy categories. This last 
minute step is very much welcomed by EREC as it further acknowledges the wide-range of innovative 
renewable energy projects which need to be commercialized. However, not all renewable energy areas 
identified by the industry have been considered for demonstration financing, especially regarding 
installations, grids and upstream projects to help the sector standardise and reduce costs.

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EREC welcomes that the final CCC agreement has eliminated a provision whereby all Member States would 
have been required to match one NER300 Euro with one Euro from their national budget. For sure this 
would have decreased rather than increased the ability of NER300 to fund projects given that most EU 
countries and their municipalities are short of public funding money. However, the NER300 selection 
procedure remains complicated, requiring an evaluation and coordination by developers of innovative 
nature, Member States involvement and agreement by the European Investment Bank (EIB).  
 
Today it has become obvious that continued financing of innovation in a renewable energy sector that has 
already proven its ability to reduce emissions is more advisable than banking on the possibility of CCS 
technically working out. The typically short construction and planning times of renewable energy projects 
will enable a much faster roll out once the technology has been successfully demonstrated. In this sense, it 
is certain that renewable energy projects financed by NER300 will have a larger impact on emission 
reductions by 2020 than CCS will. Hence EREC expects that a greater share of NER300 will be allocated to

integrity and knowledge sharing for CO2 storage are not appropriately addressed in the NER300 decision, 
especially given high uncertainties regarding lethal gas releases.   

Regrettably, despite clear arguments in favour of an upfront split between NER300 funding for CCS and 
innovative renewable energy projects, the Commission and Member States did not take this idea on board. 
It remains to be seen if NER300 will be a clear push for innovative renewables or just more subsidies for 
fossil fuels in particular against the background that the Commission said it aimed to fund eight CCS 
projects with a first round of decisions covering around two-thirds of the 300 million allowances. However, 
it also aims to fund at least one renewable energy project from each of 34 categories that are eligible for 
funding. The award decisions for the first round should be issued by 31 December 2011 and for the second 
round by 31 December 2013. 

The draft decision on ETS funding must now go to the European Parliament for a mandatory 3-month 
scrutiny period under the EU's comitology procedure before it can be formally adopted by the European 
Commission.

On 17th January 2010, more than 500 delegates from 120 IRENA member states as well as observers 
attended the 3rd session of the IRENA Preparatory Commission and approved the 2010 work programme & 
budget for IRENA.

The European Commission´s RES Directive stipulates 
that all member countries must draft their National Renewable Energy 
Action Plans (NREAP) before the end of June this year. According to the 
RES directive, these plans must set out national targets for the share of 
energy from renewable sources consumed in 2020 in transport, 
electricity as well as heating and cooling.  Adequate measures to meet 
these targets must also be included. As far as heating and cooling is 
concerned, it is the first time that this technology is explicitly covered by 
a Directive promoting renewable energies.
