POLICY update 

 

Financing Low Carbon Technologies   

 
EREC welcomes the Communication on Investing in the Development of Low Carbon Technologies (LCT) 
tabled by the European Commission on 7th October 2009. The long-awaited financing proposal for the 
Strategic Energy Technology (SET) Plan estimates that additional funding of EUR 50 billion is needed for a 
wide range of energy technologies over the next decade. The Impact Assessment identified the policy 
option of "a strengthening of the existing investment vehicles within modified institutional arrangements" 
as appropriate for all technology groups. 
 
The EU has set itself a range of 2020 targets with the Climate & Energy Package and, as the Communication 
recognises, the EU is also aiming for an 80% cut in greenhouse gas emissions by 2050 compared to 1990 
levels. The Commission has thus decided that public policy and public investment must work in partnership 
with the private sector in order to achieve these goals. The estimates of resources in this Communication 
are meant as indications of « orders of magnitude », expressing where Europe needs to invest in the coming 
years, and also aim to stimulate a substantial increase in private investment in research, technological 
development, demonstration, and market replication of SET-Plan technologies, as stipulated in the 
Commission Impact Assessment. Furthermore, this communication has the strategic aim of presenting the 
vision of an avant-garde European Union, standing out on the world platform by its model of a low-carbon 
economy.  
 
The Communication proposes at least a doubling of the financial resources dedicated to the SET-Plan 
technologies.  EREC believes that investments in Research & Development & Deployment in the next ten 
years will undoubtedly have a significant impact on energy security in the long run, boosting economic 
growth and job creation in Europe, as well as tackling climate change, making  funding for renewable energy 
technologies more than well spent.   
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The Impact Assessment identified that general levels of co-ordination and funding in the SET Plan as 
proposed in November 2007 were inadequate, particularly when dealing with large scale demonstration 
projects, and research and innovation programmes. Significant EU level synergies already exist and a 
common European approach is now needed in order to maximise the results of Member State and industry 
efforts and to maintain European leadership on world markets. EREC therefore strongly supports joint 
action as proposed in the Communication. 
 
The European Renewable Energy Industry supports the introduction ƻŦ ŀ ƴŜǿ ά{ƳŀǊǘ /ƛǘƛŜǎ LƴƛǘƛŀǘƛǾŜέ, which 
aims to support ambitious and pioneer cities (e.g. from the Covenant of Mayors) that seek to reduce CO2 
emissions. EREC would, however, like to point out the need to clearly voice the role of renewable energy in 
this new initiative.  
EREC very much welcomes that the Communication includes important renewable energy technologies such 
as wind, solar, advanced biofuels and other uses of bioenergy. However, the current funding proposal has, 
left out renewable energy heating and cooling as well as certain renewable electricity technologies such as 
small hydro & ocean energy. EREC considers this a missed opportunity - both in terms of security of energy 
supply and diversification of the energy mix.

Sweden leads the way to Copenhagen 

 
 
 

EREC and the EU Swedish Presidency have teamed up to organise the 3rd European Renewable Energy 
Policy Conference that will take place on 16-17 November 2009 in Brussels. According to the Swedish 
Ministry of Enterprise and Energy, the theme of the EREC conference in November 2009 is highly topical. 
We live in a time when climate change and the security of energy supply have come to dominate the

The task of the Swedish Presidency, together with other parties, is to work for the adoption of a new 
climate agreement during the international climate negotiations in Copenhagen in December. 
 
We must find new ways forward. We need to find ways that enable us to produce clean energy. We need 
to find ways that create conditions for the development of new technologies, new businesses, jobs and 
wealth. We believe that an Eco-Efficient Economy is the answer to how Europe can become more 
competitive while simultaneously managing current challenges of climate change and energy supply. 
 
With strong political instruments Sweden has managed to reduce CO2 emissions by 9 percent since 1990. 
During the same time the GDP has grown by 44 percent. This shows that sustainable growth is possible and 
that we can break the link between economic growth and carbon emissions. Sweden has mainly applied 
policies that are general in character. With the introduction of a carbon dioxide tax in 1991 we have put a 
high price on CO2 emissions. Sweden has also introduced a market based green electricity certificate 
system. The result has been striking. Renewable energy today accounts for 40 percent of the energy 
consumption. Sweden has decided to reach minimum 50 percent until 2020. Biomass is the single largest 
renewable source of energy ς accounts for 25 percent of the energy use.  
 
We believe that the challenges of the present economic down-turn and of climate change could ς if met 
simultaneously - offer enormous business opportunities, creating a strong driving force for sustainable 
growth and competitiveness. Eco-Efficient Economy is about creating more wealth while using less natural 
resources, causing less negative impact on the environment; combining competiveness with environmental 
responsibility.
