POLICY update

National Renewable Energy Action Plans: Delivery starts !

The 30th of June 2010- is the date for each of the 27 EU Member States to hand in their
National Renewable Energy Action Plans (NREAPS) to the European Commission under the
Renewable Energy Directive. EREC expects all Member States to submit their plans in the
coming weeks. The NREAPs will give an overview of the development of the renewable
energy sector until 2020 as well as detailed information on measures to reach the targets.

EREC expects the plans to result i nO%tergeber

After one year of the entry into force of the Renewable Energy Directive, EU Member States
have to outline how they intend to reach their national binding targets by 2020. The
Renewable Energy industry anticipates ambitious and consistent action plans ensuring that
the EU meets and even exceeds its 20% renewables target by 2020. EREC is convinced that
Member States recognise the benefits of ambitious renewables policies, enabling a fast
growing industry to make the necessary investments to maintain the EU’s global leadership
and create new jobs. Support measures should be sufficient to ensure the achievement of

the binding targets. The plans will also present new measures to comply with the directive,

markets for sustainable industry growth.

The conference which was attended by approx. 200

On 7th June 2010, EREC & Greenpeace launched the 2010 edition of the global Energy

Qutl ookd, provides a doeduting taddn emissars thile achievingl uepr i r
economic growth by replacing fossil fuels with renewable energy and energy efficiency. This

phase-out of fossil fuels offers substantial benefits such as energy security, independence

from world market fuel prices as well as the creation of millions of new green jobs.

The Energy [R]evolution scenario shows how to create about 12 million jobs, that is 8.5
million in the renewables sector alone, by 2030. Under business as usual global renewable
power jobs would be onl'y 2.4 million of the gl obal power
implementing the Energy [R]evolution 3.2 million or over 33% more jobs globally will be

created in the power sector.

The sustainable future of the planet is rooted in the investment in people and local
communities who can install and maintain renewable energy sources, rather than further
subsidizing finite fossil fuels. The overall annual market for renewable technology will
increase from around US$100 billion today, to more than US$600 billion by 2030.

Following an outstanding growth in 2008, the European solar thermal market decreased by
10% in 2009. For the second year in a row, over 4 million square metres of solar panels were
sold in Europe. However, the outlook for 2010 remains uncertain as the financial and
economic crisis continues to have a negative impact on public support and incentive policies

for renewable heating and cooling.

2009 was a challenging year for the solar thermal sector in Europe. While still the leader with
an overall share of 38%, the German market contracted by 23%. Furthermore, the effects of
the current economic downturn have been felt most acutely in recently booming countries

such as France, Spain and Italy.
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However, the solar thermal sector still outperformed a market environment characterized by
struggling building industries in many European countries and the global economic crisis.
Smaller markets like Denmark, the Netherlands, Switzerland and the United Kingdom, all
below 200,000 m2 newly installed capacity per annum, posted a double digit growth in 2009.
The Portuguese solar thermal market even experienced a twofold increase due to a new

financial incentive scheme.

German renewable heating support scheme (MAP): Budget freeze and program
stop are lifted

On the 07th July 10, the budget committee of the German parliament lifted the budget freeze
for payments from the market incentive programme (MAP). The federal ministry of
environmental affairs has agreed to lift the ban on payments up to a ceiling of around Euro
115 million. The federal agency running the programme, BAFA, will accept and deal with

submissions again as from 12 July.

The release of the frozen funds is an important victory for the political campaign initiated by
European and national solar thermal industry groups. Thanks to these efforts, the federal
ministry of economics finally gave in and agreed to restore access to the MAP for our

industry.

However, new guidelines for renewable heat support are under discussion and they are
expected to be much lower than in the past with, among others, domestic hot water
installations being excluded from any public funding scheme. All funding applications
between 4 May and 11 July will be rejected. Individuals will be entitled to apply again for

funding, under the more restrictive conditions that will be in force as from 12 July.
