The European parliament must improve the European Energy Programme for 
Recovery (EPPR) 

 
The European Energy Programme for Recovery  proposed by the Commission aims to respond to the

The Commission proposes to find 3.5 bn EUR 
from the EU budget for energy technology. The proposal for the Regulation is in our view drafted in a very 
unbalanced way. The European Parliament must exercise its authority to improve it.  
 
The EEPR should propose investments in energy efficiency and replace CCS projects with renewable 
energy projects. The renewable energy sector is ready to bring forward a list of projects demonstrating 
innovative new technology that will result in infrastructural investments in 2009 and 2010. 
 

 
Energy Performance of Buildings Directive: paving the way for sustainable 
buildings  

 
In November 2008, the European Commission published its proposal for a recast of the Energy 
Performance of Buildings Directive to boost energy efficiency and renewable energy in buildings.

Plus-energy buildings should become a requirement for new buildings from 2015 onwards. Each year, new 
buildings represent about 1% of the buildings stock. This small percentage should feature the latest 
technologies in terms of energy efficiency and renewable energies to ensure that new buildings make the 
EU less dependent on imported, expensive and scarce energy. Furthermore, ensuring energy production in 
autonomous buildings reduces grid and district heating investments. It should also be compulsory for 
existing buildings undergoing major renovation to include a certain share of their energy from renewable 
energy sources from 2015 onwards. 
 

Creation of the International Renewable Energy Agency (IRENA) 
 

The IRENA (International Renewable Energy Agency) Founding Conference took place on 26th January 2009, 
where representatives of 75 countries signed the statutes of IRENA. IRENA aims to become the main 
driving force in promoting a swift transition towards the extensive and sustainable use of renewable energy 
worldwide. IRENA will provide concrete advice and support for both industrialised and developing 
countries, help them improve their regulatory frameworks and build capacity. In June 2009, the director 
will be elected and the location of headquarters will be decided upon.
